Create Flashcard Sets

1. Easily create flashcard sets with as many questions and answers as you want.
2. Import questions and answers from your computer or other websites (or just type    them in directly).
3. Cut and paste questions from other peoples' flashcard sets to make your own.
4. Invite friends to share your flashcards via email, Facebook, or MySpace.
5. One-click lookup of official dictionary definitions, and other users' previous answers.

Group Studying

1. Create a group so your friends or classmates can study together.

2. Discuss answers with your group via live chat.

3. Get notified when group members post new study sets.

4. Edit and improve sets created by other group members.

5. Groups can be private or public.

1. Familiarize Mode gives you a taste of the material before diving in.
2. Learn Mode is the most powerful study mode, keeping track of your scores, retesting incorrect answers, and letting you pause and resume study sessions.
3. Test Mode is the most versatile study mode, supporting short-answer, matching, multiple choice and true/false testing, or any combination. It also scores your answers with easy-to-read corrections.
4. Scatter is a fun matching game which lets you drag and drop questions and answers with your mouse while racing against the clock.
5. Space Race is the ultimate video game study simulation. Racing the clock, you type in answers to questions flying overhead before they evade your grasp.
With a free Quizlet account you can

1. Keep track of your studying progress.

2. Join and create groups with your classmates.

3. Get emails when your friends create study sets.

4. Create your own sets.

Teacher Features

1. Give your students a study tool that's both powerful and fun, encouraging them to learn.
2. Share study materials online with your classes, or generate photocopy-ready flashcards for in-class distribution.
3. Host a group where your students can create and discuss study materials for your class.

How do I get started?

First you'll want a set. A set is a list of words and their definitions. The Create Set page is where you can enter your words and definitions. There's a good chance the data you need is already available,

Once you create a set, you will be taken to a set page that will give you three study modes:

1. Familiarize - Basic flashcards. Use the arrow keys for quick navigation.
2. Learn - Powerful call-and-response-type learning. It keeps track of your right and wrong answers and retests you on ones you get wrong.
3. Test - Generates a random test of written, matching, multiple-choice, and true/false questions. Test mode is highly customizable, allowing you to choose which types of questions and how many.

You can always come back to this page by clicking on the Learn Quizlet link from the Home page.
Sharing sets with friends

Quizlet has groups that allow students to collaborate on sets, so data only has to be entered once. This is ideal in a classroom setting where many people might have to know the same vocabulary for the same test. You can browse all the groups, search for groups, or create a new group.

Finding friends or inviting others to Quizlet

The Networking page will help you find your friends who are already on Quizlet. If you know their email or Quizlet username, the networking page can tell you what groups they are in and what they are studying. If you think your friends could benefit from Quizlet, the networking page also provides an easy way to send email invitations to Quizlet.

What if I have questions along the way?

First, you might try out the FAQ page for common questions. Also, On some pages, you'll find a red question mark in the top right-hand corner, beneath the Search box. Clicking on it will make a pop up (it won't disrupt the current page) with information about how to use that specific page.

How do I make flash cards?

Creating a flash card set is fun and easy on Quizlet!

To begin, click on the “Make Flashcards” link on the top of the page and you will be directed to a page that says “Create a New Flashcard Set.” Choose a title for your new set and a subject. Assigning your set a subject will group it with other sets in the same category – for example, Spanish or Biology.

You can decide whether you want to share your set with everyone or only certain people, or whether you would prefer to make it private, and you can choose who you would like to be able to edit the set – certain people or just yourself. By checking the “Allow Set Discussion” box, you are activating a chat box that will appear on your set page that other students can use to discuss your set.

Once you’ve chosen your title and settings, it’s time to add terms and definitions. You can do this in two ways. First, you can manually type in each term and definition. To add more than five terms, click the plus button next to the last term you’ve entered and room for more terms will appear.

Another option is to import entire vocabulary lists into your set at once. Click the “Import into this set” link, paste your complete vocabulary list into the data box, and click “Import.” All the terms and definitions will automatically be entered into your set.

When you are done, click the “Create Set” button and your set will be saved in your dashboard. Be careful not to double-click the button or you may receive an error message.

How do I share my flashcards?

To share your flashcards with others, you must change your set’s availability. To do so, click “Edit” on the set page. You can choose to make your set available to “Everyone,” “Just Me,” or “Only Certain People.” If you’d like to allow your classmates to edit your sets, change the Editors option from “Just Me” to “Only Certain People.”

How do I find flash cards to study on Quizlet?

Quizlet has millions of flash cards created by other users that you can start studying right away. There are two ways to find these flash cards:

1) Browse

Click “Find Flashcards” in the top menu, which will take you to our “Top 100 subjects” page. Choose the subject you’re studying to see a more detailed page with subtopics, and click “see all” next to any subtopic to see a full list of the flash card sets you can study.

2) Search

Use the search box in the upper right hand corner to search for either the subject or a specific term that’s related to what you want to study. The search results page will show you the most recent relevant flash card sets for that search term and groups who are studying that topic (if any).

How do I study my flash cards?

There are multiple ways to study your flash cards, from testing yourself with a quiz to playing games that challenge your speed.

Select the flash card set that you want to study (if it’s one you have created or added to your favorites, you can find it on your dashboard page) to be directed to its main page. From there, you can choose Familiarize, Learn, Test, Play Scatter, or Play Space Race. Each link gives you a different way to study your terms. You can find the method that’s best for you or mix it up and use them all!

Familiarize: Familiarize tests you in a way similar to traditional paper flash cards. One side of the card is shown, and clicking on “Show Term” will reveal the other side. Checking the “Show Both Sides” box on the top of the card will divide the screen in two with the term and definition on the same page so you can study them together.

Learn: Learn tests you on the terms to see whether you remember the definitions. Type the answer in the box below the term and click “Answer.” The correct answer will appear, and your score will show under “Incorrect” or “Correct” on the left side of the page.

Test: Selecting Test will generate a quiz with written, multiple choice, matching, and true/false questions. By selecting the boxes on the right side of the page, you can generate a test using the type of questions you prefer. After you have answered each question, click the “Check Answers” button. The correct answers will appear and your score (both percentage and letter grade) will be generated on the right side of the page.

Play Scatter: Scatter is a game of matching. Your terms and definitions will appear on the page and it’s your task to make them disappear by dragging and dropping the terms on their corresponding definitions while the clock at the top of the page tests your time.

Play Space Race: Space Race is a game that tests how quickly you can provide the definition for each term. Each term will scroll across the screen and it’s your task to type the corresponding definition and press enter before the term reaches the other side of the screen. Your score will be shown in the bottom right corner of the page.

More Related Questions:
How do I combine sets so that I can study them together?
Click the “Combine with other sets” link on the specific set’s page. You will then be directed to the “Combine Sets” page. To add the sets you want to combine, click the plus sign next to the set, then select “Export” from the scroll-down menu. To remove them, click the subtract sign.

How do I delete card combinations?
Click the “Combo” link on your dashboard to be directed to the “Currently Combining” page. To remove current combinations, just click on the subtract button next to each set.

How do I organize my sets into folders using tags?

When you create (or edit) your flash card set, assign it a subject in the “Subject” box next to the Title field. This “Subject” will become your tag, and all sets with similar tags will be automatically grouped into folders. To view all sets in a particular group, visit your Dashboard and click on a tag in the “Tags” section. All relevant sets will fold out.

How do I make flash cards using terms from a different set?

To use terms from someone else’s set, first click “Export” on the set’s page. Copy the terms, then select “Make Flashcards” at the top of your page. From there you can import all the terms at once by selecting “Import.”

How do I combine sets?

To combine multiple sets to study at once, click the “Combine with other sets” link on the specific set’s page. You will then be directed to the “Combine Sets” page. To add the sets you want to combine, click the plus sign next to the set, then select “Export” from the scroll-down menu. To remove them, click the subtract sign. After clicking “Export,” you can copy the terms, and then paste them into a new set.

How do I add symbols to my flash cards?

When you create a new set, there is a link on the top right corner that says “Show Symbols.” If you don’t see the symbols you want to use, click “Customize,” and you can create your own symbols and add them to your list.
